Knitted Tanks & Tunics by Angela Hahn
Hi everyone and welcome to Crazy for Ewe Live!  It’s so much fun to be here with you—thank you so much for joining me.  I’m excited to share with you 
Take a minute and tell me in the comments where you are in your knitting journey – are you a newer knitter – have you ever knit a sweater?  Maybe you’re a pro and you wear something you’ve knit every day of the week.  Or maybe somewhere in between – tell me in the comments.  
Some knitters don’t like summer knitting – they don’t like cotton or linen or whatever, but I LOVE summer knitting.  I love how quickly a summer sweater comes together with minimal or no sleeves, and I love how cool and breathable handknits feel on my body when the weather is warm.  I’m always on the lookout for fabulous warm weather garments to knit and beautiful yarns to knit them with.  
That’s why I’m super excited to share with you tonight Knitted Tanks & Tunics by Angela Hahn. 21 different warm weather knits that are all beautiful, every one..  It’s earned a place on my bookshelf, for the patterns alone, but she also shares a ton of information in the front of the book about choosing sizes, how to adjust to ensure a great fit, and great information on working with plant based yarns
You may have seen Angela’s designs in Interweave Knits, Knit.Wear, Twist Collective, Big Girl Knits, Vogue Knitting, and many others.  Her classic style is fresh and modern, and her designs are both wearable and fun to knit. Some of my favorite Angela Hahn designs outside of this book are this 
Honey Pullover    The Prow Pullover   The Leaf Yoke Top   The incredibly sexy Selva Skirt 
I will link all of these in the comments after the show, so no worries but  
As I go through these, put in the notes the name of the patterns you like. I love to see who likes what and which ones are the most popular with the Crazy for Ewe community.
· Atlanta – super easy – worsted weight – a perfect first sweater – no decreases or increases – shaped by changing needle sizes – gauge varies from 15-17 stitches per inch, so would be great in Rowan Handknit Cotton 
· Astoria 	heavy worsted weight – knit at 14 sts/4 “  Wooladdicts Happiness – simple shaping flattering line and smart pleat in the front that looks hard but really isn’t
· Bellingham – worked with a worsted weight cotton linen at a gauge of 15 sts/4” for great drape.  This would be absolutely perfect in Rowan Creative Linen. Despite the tricky back, I think you could still wear a bra with this.  Would also be cute over a cami, or over a blouse.  
· Bethel – Stranded yoke –  Worsted weight at 19 sts/4” in the stranded section.  don’t typically do stranded knitting in worsted weight yarns, although David McLeod said the other day that Sarah Hatton always did stranded work in Handknit cotton, which would be lovely in this.  For me, the reason it works is that the stranded portion is at the neck only, and it forms a collar – Cleopatra style.  I would love to see this in black and jade and rich jewel tones.  This would be pretty way to step into stranding – only 2 colors per row and just a small section so it’s not overwhelming. Worked down from the collar in the round
· Beverly – Sport weight cotton at 20 sts/4”  another colorwork style that looks harder than it is.  Pretty yoke – would be lovely in Noro Sonata.  This would be so fun and quick to knit.  Worked in the round from the hem up. 
· Galena – a bit more advanced –pretty lace neckline shaped with short rows.  Workedsport weight 22sts/4 inches Would be perfect in Shibui Fern 
· Greenville  Worsted weight cotton blend -at 16 sts/4” lace panels on the side.  Very playful – the lace panels pull the sides up creating a graceful curved hem. She adds an empire line and uses short rows above to you give fullness at the bustline 
· Haddonfield – love this – deceptive – it gives the appearance of a raglan line, but it’s just these lace panels that give you a lovely flattering vertical line and front panel and then gently frame the bust.  This is one of those garments that’s sexy without trying to be.  Worked in the round from the bottom up in beautiful Berroco Modern Cotton at 21 sts/4” – cost between $30 and $50 to knit
· Marietta – so sweet in Rowan Softyak dk at 22sts/4”  pretty the way it’s modeled – kind of the ingénue, but this is a fabulous wardrobe basic – as a tank, or under a jacket or over a blouse.  Very smart for all year round – vertical line is always flattering and I love this not quite v neck
· Memphis – This is a fun garment – seems basic, but clever construction gives it a great neckline drape and this cute eyelet/I-cord detail lets you create shaping at the sides for a modern look.  Would be absolutely perfect in Juniper Moon Pod because the plain stockinette allows Juniper Moon’s slightly textured fabric to take center stage. This would feel wonderful against your skin.  You could also do this in Noro Akari and let the colors shine.
· Sayre – Cute little tank – cropped and narrow at the bodice with a relatively easy lace pattern. At 19 sts/4” this is perfect for Wooladdicts Sunshine, or Berroco Modern Cotton
· Sedalia – I love the way this works – a delicate cabled ribbing that blossoms into this lovely lace pattern.  The edges are all self finished, which means no picking up stitches -  Angela Hahn has generously charted each size and section separately for you.  So pretty in a worsted weight basic like Rowan Handknit Cotton or Creative Linen 
· Sheridan – another lovely all season wardrobe basic with a beautiful panel of cables that make it fast and fun to knit.  On its own, under a jacket, or over a blouse.  Just a great piece. Perfect in Rowan Cotton Cashmere 
· Yuma – I wasn’t sure about this at first, but the more I look at it, the more I like it.  One shoulder designs mean, of course, a strapless (or one shoulder bra) which isn’t always my favorite things, but this is just so fun and artsy, I would definitely do it.  There’s no increase decrease magic to create the angled shaping – the lace does its own thing and creates this dramatic bias which is fun.  This would be wonderful in Shibui Twig
